SCHOOL RULES AND REGULATIONS
Millennium College and Vocational School will not at any time encourage indiscipline in any student, so you are expected to abide by the school rules and regulations. Read and study them carefully.

The general code of conduct at school.
1.  The fearing of the Lord is source of wisdom, (Proverbs 1:7).

2.  Discipline is paramount. (Proverbs 19:18, 23:13, and 29:15)

3.  Academic excellent is every student’s target. (Proverbs 16:16)

4.  Respect has a big reward. (Exodus 20:12)

5.  Love is a commandment (Matthew 22:37-39)
Specific Code of conduct at NSVS
Admission and School Culture:
1.  Admission into the NSVS shall be done by the Head-teacher.

2.  School dues should be paid through the bank on or before the first day of each term.

3.  English is the official language of communication at school all students are bound to use it at all times.

4.  Every student shall adhere to the school Routine as indicated on the time-table.

5.  Dodging of Prep/classes will lead to heavy punishment and when it is repeatedly done, will lead to indefinite suspension.

6.  English is the only official language used at NSVS at all time except when in other
languages’ lessons.

7.  Every student shall be punctual and regular for all school activities. Lateness is punishable and constant lateness or absenteeism leads to suspension.

8.  Obedience is required to any instruction issued by the Headmaster, Deputy Head-teacher, teachers and other members of staff, prefects or any person in whom any authority of the Head-teacher may be vested.

9.  No student shall leave the school compound without a written permission from the Master on duty or the class teacher, the Warden/Matron and finally signed Headmaster/Deputy HM/DOS. Nonobservance of this rule may lead to instant dismissal from the School.

10.No students will be allowed to report to school before 7:00am and after 5:00pm nor allowed to leave school after 5:00pm. Nonobservance of this rule will lead to serious cautioning.

11.School official church fellowships are compulsory to students in NSVS. Failure to observe may lead to punishments.

12. Self expression in a respect behavior is highly acceptable encouraged.

13.The school uniform (White/Black, and White/Grey) is compulsory during class time, and when leaving and coming back to school. At other times students shall be decently dressed in the respective after class wears. Club wears will be put on during only club functions. Miniskirts, Necklaces, Earrings, and Pins, Bracelets, Rings and any head gears, lipstick, nail vanish; any other similar decorations are not allowed.

14.Hair must be kept short natural, tidy and neat with no stylish cuts. Disciplinary action will be taken against any student who abuses this rule. The rule applies for both “O” & “A” level students. Special cases of Asians, Europeans and White Americans origin will first have consent with administration for their hair styles.

Self Conduct:
15.Mobile Phones are strictly not allowed at NSVS. If caught with it will lead to permanent destruction and may lead to suspension.

16.Self body decoration and painting is not allowed. It will require the parent/guardian to explain which may lead to advise you to change school.

17.Smoking, Possession and drinking of any of intoxicants and drugs are strictly forbidden and will lead to immediate indefinite suspension.

18.Possession of Electrical gadgets, any form of dangerous tools, any type of firearms or lethal weapons, is strictly forbidden and will lead to immediate indefinite suspension and legal action.

19.Stealing, fighting, bullying, hooliganism and using of obscene language shall not be accepted in the school. Any student(s) who fail(s) to abide by this rule will lead to calling the parent(s) to explain, and a measure will be effected in the presence of the parent.

20.Indecent relationships (girl-boy/girl-girl/boy-boy) are strictly not allowed in NSVS.

Care for Property:
21.Students shall handle with care all school property (e.g. furniture, book laboratory equipments, kitchen ware, garden tools, etc). Any damage or loss must be replaced by the culprit. Vandalism shall be regarded as a criminal act and shall lead to immediate dismissal. The culprit shall be liable for all damages.

22.Students shall not plaster posters; write their names on any of the school property like furniture, books, walls, windows, etc, similarly, the chalkboards in the school shall be respected for the purpose of writing on appropriate information.

23.No student shall display any article on the school notice board without the authority of the administration.

24.Students shall be responsible for the cleanliness of the buildings and compound as may be
prescribed by the staff and prefects.

25.Students shall look after their personal property which must be identified with indelible marking. The school shall not be responsible for any loss.

Out of Bounds Area:
26.All laboratories and library are out of bounds when there is no supervisor or attendants.

27.No students shall enter the staffroom without the permission and supervision of a teacher and all offices must be accorded due respect.

28.Dormitories are out of bounds during class time and at all times for day students and
visitors without permission.

29.Allocation and distribution of dormitories is sole responsibility of the administration in liaise with the wardens/matrons not students.

30.Teachers’/Staff houses are out of bounds for all students, except for official request known to the school authority.

Health:
31.The  school  dispensary  is  normally  stocked  with  enough  medicines  for  treatment  of common ailments and school Doctors/nurses attend to the students every evening.

32.Any chronic diseases such as asthma, epilepsy or any physical defects/handicaps shall be reported to school authority. Students with chronic health problems shall come with their medicines which shall be declared to the school social worker who should know where they are kept in case of emergency.

33.Imaginary complex complaints will not be attended to and therefore parents of such students shall be asked to find alternative schools.

Miscellaneous:
34.Every student shall aim at academic excellence. Therefore prep time must be punctually observed by all students. Maximum silence and personal responsibility are expected of each student. Undue noise must be avoided at all times. Failure to observe this rule shall lead to the summoning of the parent/guardian.

35.Students shall not make unnecessary noise in dormitories at night. Sharing of beds is strictly forbidden.

36.No student is allowed to communicate with outsiders over the fence.

37.Day students shall attend all classes. In addition, they shall attend other school activities as indicated for them. Failure to do so shall need explanation from the parent/guardian.
